ARTICLE V
Executive Committee

F.      Chairperson:

The Chairperson shall be the principal executive officer of the Organization. They shall be in charge of the business and affairs of the organization; they shall see that the resolutions and directives of the Executive Committee are carried into effect except in those instances in which that responsibility is assigned to some other person by the Executive Committee; and, in general, they shall discharge all duties incident to the office of Chairperson, and such other duties as may be prescribed by the Executive Committee. They shall preside at all meetings of the members, except in thoses instances in which the authority to execute is expressly delegated to another officer.

G.      Program Director:

The Program Director, in cooperation with the program committee, shall coordinate the planning of all WMSUG meetings with the objective of presenting a unified program of interest to all members and fostering the contination of existing projects and the initiation of new projects.

H.      Secretary/Treasurer:

1. Secretary

The Secretary shall have charge of such books, documents, and papers as the Executive Committee may determine. They shall attend and keep the minutes of all the meetings of the Organization. They shall keep a record, containing the names of all persons who are members of the Organization, showing their addresses. They may sign with the Chairperson, in the name and on behalf of the Organization, any contracts or agreements authorized by the Executive Committee. They shall, in general perform all the duties incident to the office of Secretary. In addition to the foregoing, the Secretary shall be responsible for all correspondence received by or sent from the Organization.

2. Treasurer

The Treasurer shall have the custody of all funds, property, and securities of the Organization, subject to such regulations as may be imposed by the Executive Committee. They may be required to give bond for the faithful performance of their duties, in such sum, and with such sureties as the Executive Committee may require at the cost of the Organization. When necessary or proper they may endorse on behalf of the Organization for collection checks, notes and other obligations, and shall deposit the same to the credit of the Organization at such bank or banks or depository as the Executive Committee may designate. They shall sign all receipts and vouchers and, together with such other officer of officers, if any, as shall be designated by the Executive Committee, they shall sign all checks of the Organization and all bills of exchange and promissory notes issued by the Organization, except in cases where the signing and execution thereof shall be expressly designated by the Executive Committee or by these Bylaws to some other officer or agent of the Organization. They shall make such payments as necessary or proper to be made on behalf of the Organization. They shall enter regularly on the books of the Organization to be kept by them or their designted agent for or on account of the Organization, and they shall exhibit such books at all reasonable times to any officer or member upon application. They shall, in general perform all the duties incident to the office of Treasurer.
